Thank you for your letter. | fully share your concerns over the continuing significant challenges of the
Covid-19 pandemic and the urgent need to vaccinate employees of Public Service Media
organisations. | commend your solidarity with North Macedonia’s Public Service Media organisation,
MRT, and your willingness to help. This solidarity runs through the DNA of the European
Broadcasting Union, and never more so than in these critical times.

Since the outbreak of the pandemic over a year ago, journalists in North Macedonia and across
Europe have courageously and tirelessly kept the public informed, working in the field in a frontline
role, accepting the repeated constraints of quarantine and bravely facing the risk of contracting the
virus.

In recognition of the frontline role played by public service media in the continued fight against the
virus, we urge the government of North Macedonia to include employees from MRT, most particularly
radio and TV journalists, as a priority in the national Covid-19 vaccination programme.

In the specific case of South Eastern Europe and North Macedonia, the Brussels office of the EBU
is closely following the European Union’s support of the COVAX Facility as a primary source of
vaccines for the Western Balkans. We understand that North Macedonia and other countries in the
region have ordered quantities of vaccines within the framework of this Facility.

In including staff of MRT, representing fewer than 1,000 individuals, in the immunization programme
and the COVAX Facility, the government of North Macedonia would be recognizing the importance
of protecting an essential service and enabling Public Service Media workers to continue to safely
inform, educate and connect with citizens in these unprecedented times.
